Manufacturing Process

Grapes enters to the cellar at a height of 8 metres, and the
vinification process profits of gravity. Elaboration process takes
between 10 and 15 days (under controlled temperature) achieving
complex and taste wines, with a good acceptance for ageing.

Best wine will only be achieved if the grapes are cared for from the
start. Casa de la Ermita has its own vineyards cultivated under the
observation of our technicians, so as to achieve the best grapes
grown in Jumilla. Although the best known variety in the area is
